Seville is an all-year major tourist destination
and there are lots of backpacker hostels and
hotels ranging from cheap to outrageous. The
establishments mentioned here are popular
with pilgrims. Easter week and the week of
the Feria de Abril, which takes place one or
two weeks after Easter, are extremely busy, if
you are planning to be in Seville during this
time you will need to arrange accommodation
well in advance, expect to pay far more than
the normal price.

Triana Backpackers is on Calle Rodrigo de
Triana, in Triana, across the river from the city
centre. This well-run and friendly hostel has
dorm beds at the pilgrim price of 16€ and is
popular with pilgrims and backpackers (so
possibly noisy). You must phone or email to
get this price and it’s only for your first night.
Also singles 25€, doubles 40€. If you’re
cycling you can contact them about having
your bike delivered there a few days before
you arrive. They can also arrange bike hire.

The city of Seville has a population
of 701,000. It is the capital of the Province of
Seville and the Autonomous Community of
Andalusia. Because it’s a big city it has
everything you’re likely to need in the way of
shops, cafés and restaurants, banks,
pharmacies, etc., but very little in the way of
pilgrim-orientated services. For example, there
is no dedicated pilgrim albergue. ®
CREDENCIALES (pilgrim passports) are
available from the following places: the very
helpful and friendly Amigos del Camino de
Santiago en Sevilla, at Calle Castilla 82,
which is on the Camino as it passes through
Triana. Opening hours vary, please check their
website www.viaplata.org under Atencién al
Peregrino. Libreria Diocesana / Diocesan
Book Shop in the Archbishops Palace on
Plaza Virgen de los Reyes, beside the
cathedral on the Giralda (the tower) side. Go
to the main entrance to the Archbishops
Palace and it’s on the right, 09:00 to 14:00,

Monday to Friday. Hotel Simén and Triana
Backpackers (details above) also sell them. If
you’re going all the way you’ll probably need
more than one for all those stamps.
Credenciales are available on the Via from
larger municipal and religious albergues in
major towns and cities, but if you think you’ll
need more than one it might be easier to buy
them in advance. If you’ll be in Seville at a
weekend and you’re in a hurry to start walking
it might be better to get a Credencial in
advance from (for example) your national
Camino association. ®« EQUIPMENT: if you
need to do some last-minute equipment
shopping there’s a Decathlon outdoor shop in
the city centre near Las Setas on Calle Martin
Villa. « SIM CARDS: if you need a SIM
card, from Hotel Simén walk 20m towards
the cathedral and on your left is a shop, Photo
& Phone, which sells them. Mobile operator
Labara has good plans for international calls
and data: www.lebara.es Vodafone
www.voddafone.es and Orange www.orange.es
now also do pre-paid plans aimed at visiting
foreigners, they have several shops around
town. ¢ PILGRIM MASS (Misa del
Peregrino): every morning at 08:30 in the
cathedral, enter by the door on Avenida de la
Constitucién. ¢ BE AWARE: Unfortunately,
Seville is a big city and a tourist destination so
there’s a certain amount of opportunistic
thievery and pick-pocketing, especially of
mobile phones.

The Via begins outside the
main door of the cathedral,
turn right to follow the tram
tracks along Avenida de 1la
Constitucidén, then at the
corner of the cathedral turn
left on to Calle Garcia de
Vinuesa, then first right on
to Calle Jimios. This becomes
Calle Zaragoza, which you
follow through various twists
and turns until it intersects
with Puerta de Triana, where
you'll see Café de Indias on
your left. Now turn left and
continue straight to cross
Triana Bridge (Puente de
Isabel II). Once across the
river turn right after the
Mercado de Triana along Calle
San Jorge and Calle de
Castilla. Where the Camino
crosses Ronda de Triana, to
the left is a Carrefour
supermarket that opens at
08:00 working days, otherwise
09:00. 150m further you’ll
come to a modern square where
there’s a monument to the Via
de la Plata marking 1000km to
Santiago (it's a bit late now
to start wondering if what
you're doing is a good idea).
Walk up the steps to the right
which bring you to a main
road. Walk anticlockwise
around the roundabout,
crossing two busy roads
(traffic is dangerous here)
then turning right on to a
footpath and left down to a

large, run-down carpark where
you veer right and then left
to cross the narrow bridge
across the main branch of the
Guadalquivir. This route is
marked with yellow arrows but
they’'re easy to miss in the
city. Once outside the city
they become easier to spot.
3.3km from the cathedral, just
after crossing the narrow
bridge over the main branch of
the Guadalquivir, you have the
option to continue straight to
pass through the suburb of
Camas, or to go right along
the bank of the river (muddy
after wet weather) and bypass
Camas. Don’'t let the grimness
of this first part get you
down, things improve once
you're out of the city.

It's 6km to Santiponce, from
the point where the routes
divide regardless which way
you go.

RIGHT / RIVER ROUTE 5.3km
Walk along the banks of the
river for 1.3km then follow a
lane as it veers left. In
1.5km you’ll pass under an
elevated motorway then
continue straight under
railway tracks and another
motorway, then right to join a
main road which you follow to
the left to a roundabout where
you rejoin the left route and
turn right towards Santiponce.
This route passes through some
run down, deserted areas and
not everyone will feel
comfortable walking it on
their own. You may encounter
cute donkeys and unfortunately
also loose dogs.

LEFT | CAMAS ROUTE 5.2km

Continue north along the main
road through Santiponce, after
2.2km veer right at a
roundabout and under the
motorway and then veer left
where the Camino leaves the
main road.

In late 2023 construction of a
new Via Verde (greenway) was
completed from here to
Guillena. It veers right after
you leave the main road 2.5km
after Santiponce. Camino
signposting at this point now
indicates both routes. LEFT
(or straight ahead) is the
original route and RIGHT is
the new Via Verde.

Following the new right route
it’s 9.7km to Guillena. The
route is well waymarked the
whole way. There are bridges
or pedestrian stepping stones
across any streams. This is
the best route after rain or
if you're cycling. (Although
it isn’'t entirely immune from
flooding.)

Following the old left
it’s 9.5km to Guillena.
There’'s a stream you need to
ford which may be difficult
after rain. The local Amigos
put a steel beam across the
stream just downstream of the
ford, however it won’t be safe
to use if the water is flowing
quickly. Fortunately there is
an alternative route which
branches left 380m before the
stream (sometimes there is a
temporary signpost here but
since it’'s the only possible
left turn on a long straight
road it would be hard to
miss). Follow this road
passing a farmhouse on your
right then passing under the
motorway, veer left and right
to join a main road. Here you
turn right and follow the road
(veering right) all the way to
Guillena. This detour adds
about 3km to the day'’'s walk
(better than a muddy drenching
or worse!)

If you
can’t find any markings
remember that you need to head
north towards Fuente de Cantos
which is intermittently
visible on the horizon way
before you get there.

13.2km you’ll cross a river
which can flood after heavy
rain. If it’'’s impassible 2km
back there is an unpaved lane
to the left/south, follow this
for 500m until it joins a
minor road where you turn
right. This road brings you to
Fuente de Cantos.

From the river it’s 7.8km to
Fuente de Cantos - currently
no albergue but several other
places to sleep.

There is some confusion about
the route immediately after
Cafnaveral. Follow the main
road north until you see
yellow arrows directing you on
to a lane on the left. (There
are signs for other hiking
routes around here ‘Caminos
Naturales’ - do not be tempted
to follow them!) This ascends
gently at first and then more
steeply before descending to a
road which you cross and veer
right to pass through the car
park of a strip joint, E1
Puerto (does not give pilgrim
discounts and in any case
doesn’t open until long after
your bedtime), then veering
left to follow the yellow
arrows on a path through a
wood.

Over the following stages
there are several villages
which are described as
(turnoff). These are villages
which have a pilgrim albergue
but which are not on the
actual route of the Camino.
The distances given is the
distance to the point on the
Camino where you turn off to
get to the village in
question, not the actual
distance to the village. The
distance of the village from
the Camino is given in the
route description (see below
for Grimaldo). Getting back to
the Camino from one of these
villages is described in the
detailed information for the
village.

The village of Grimaldo is
650m off the Camino. Turn
right at an abundantly
signposted junction and follow
a sometimes overgrown path
which passes under the
motorway, veers right over a
small steam then uphill to
Grimaldo.

Walking Notes Carcaboso to Aldeanueva
del Camino

Between Carcaboso and Aldeanueva del
Camino things are a bit confusing because the
available accommodation is all off the
Camino. Your options, if you start from
Carcaboso, are basically the following: (1)
Walk 18.6km to Oliva de Plasencia where
there is an albergue and a guest house. (2)
Walk 18.2km to Cdparra and arrange to be
picked up there by one or other of the hotels.
(3) Walk to Cdparra then follow the road to
Hostal El Avién for a total of 23.4km. (4) Walk
through Cdparra and then take the road to
Hostal Asturias or Hotel Jarilla for a total of
28.7km. (5) Walk to Aldeanueva in one day in
38.3km.

For a visual representation of the options go
to www.viadelaplataguide.net and click on
Route Charts.

The Via Verde

There is now a Via Verde (combined cycling
and walking track built along the route of an
old train line) which starts in Plasencia and
finishes past Puerto de Béjar. For some of its
length it runs parallel to the Camino. It passes
beside Hostal el Avion, Hostal Asturia and
Hotel Jarilla, then close to Aldeanueva del
Camino before taking a detour around Hervds
(a beautiful town with one of the best-
preserved Jewish quarters in Spain, scroll
down for the albergue) and continues from
there to Barios de Montemayor and Puente de
Béjar (important to note, it doesn’t actually go
through any of those towns, it passes close to
them). If you stay in one of the off-Camino
hotels the Via Verde can be a handy way to
rejoin the Camino, without involving any
backtracking. It’s also a good alternative if it’s
been raining a lot.

The Via Verde is literally right beside Hostal
El Avion. To get to it from Hostal Asturia,
cross the road and walk through the enormous
lorry park and pass to the left of some
buildings. To get to it from Hotel Jarilla, from
the rear of the hotel cross about 100m of open
ground.

For an overview of the Via Verde in relation
to the Camino see the chart on page ? and
Map ?.

Leaving Carcaboso pay careful
attention to waymarkings at
the various road junctions.
1.3km from the village there
is a point where previously
there were two routes which
divided here for about 2km.
Nowadays the Camino continues
straight at this point.

e Café / Bakery Granier, on the Camino
after Plaza Mayor also has nice pastries. ® A
little further on on the right at a roundabout is

The one described below 1is
what I walked in summer 2023,
it is well waymarked and
should be passable and safe in
all weathers. The route I had
walked a year earlier was
blocked by a fence in 2023
(although the fence was easy
to climb). There is also the
historical route which was
blocked by a high security
fence on one side and a
dangerous fast flowing river
which is only passable in very
dry weather.

Follow the Camino through
Requejo and continue straight
past the cemetery and then
continue straight into the
woods. After 4.3km you will
come to a clearing where the
AVE passes to your left on a
viaduct. Veer right uphill on
an unpaved road, after 400m
turn sharp right (almost
doubling back on yourself) up
a construction road which
zigzags its way up to beside
the main road in 2.6km.
Continue with the main road
your right. You will pass
underneath several flyovers
and zigzag several times
before reaching the pass at A
Canda in 2.7km, where there is
a monument (Beware of some
contradictory signs here
indicating an alternative
route). The altitude here is
1,365m and it is the highest
point of the Camino Sanabrés
(and the entire Camino from
Seville to Santiago). From the
monument continue downhill to
cross the motorway again. Then
follow the road into
Padornelo.

After crossing the bridge,
300m up the hill the Camino
divides, the right route turns
on to Avenida de Santiago,
while the left route continues
straight towards the
(northern) railway station,
visible up the hill. Both
routes involve a steep climb
to get out of the valley of
the River Mifo.

Statistically both routes are
very similar. The right route
is 22.5km with total ascent
694m and total descent 300m,
the left is 21.6km with total
ascent 772m and total descent
379m. Calculated using the
Munter method there’s only a 2
minutes difference in
estimated walking time. So
there’s no clear easier route.
I've walked both in different
weather conditions so when
people asked me which one I
recommend I tell them: dry
weather right route, wet
weather left. This is based on
the left route having more
road walking and being less
prone to flooding. But, to be
clear, in wet weather you will
get your feet wet whichever
way you go.

Santiago de Compostela is the capital and
ecclesiastical centre of Galicia it is only the
6th largest city coming after Vigo, A Coruiia,
Ourense, Lugo, Pontevedra and Ferrol. Until
1982 A Coruiia was the capital. ® There’s a
helpful City Tourist Office on Rda do Vilar,
they have good maps of the city and various
other leaflets about sights and events. They
also organise guided tours with different
themes, have MP3 audio guides and
information about the Camino to Fisterra /
Finisterre. On Rda Nova is Pilgrim House, a
US-run meeting space for pilgrims which
provides services such as printing boarding
cards and laundry. Post Office with Poste
Restante on Rida do Franco. Supermarket on
Praza do Toural, at the other end of Rua do
Vilar from the cathedral. There’s a taxi rank
on Riia de San Francisco, just off the Praza do
Obradoiro, from where taxis will take up to
four people to Finisterre for about 100€ (the
exact price is down to your negotiating skills).

Fisterra is a biggish town with all
facilities. There are three supermarkets, one
on the Camino on the way into town, another
at the little beach, and the other up the hill
from the Xunta and left, on Rua do Alcalde
Ferndndez. Pharmacy on Rua Real, continue
straight past the Xunta towards Plaza
Constitucion. Travel agents for bus and train
tickets across the road from the Xunta,
Brigantia Viaxes, they also rent apartments
and houses by the day. The bus stop for buses
to and from Santiago is also right beside the
Xunta, as is the taxi rank from where taxi
drivers can take up to four passengers to
Santiago for (about) 100€ in a little over an
hour. There is also a bus service to Muxia,
leaving three times daily weekdays only, with
a change in Cee. The certificate for walking
from Santiago, the Fisterrana, is available
from the Xunta or from the Ayuntamiento. If
you get the opportunity it’s well worth your
while walking to Fisterra and spending a few
days just hanging out around town and at the
beach (some people don’t want to leave!).
There’s a laid-back apreés-Camino feel and lots
of hard partying, as well as tearful good-byes.

Between Fisterra and Muxia
there are no shops and the

only (regularly open) place to
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eat is in Lires. Waymarking,
in the form of concrete
bollards, has been greatly
improved on this route and can
be followed easily in both
directions.

The Camino to MUXIA

Leave Fisterra walking back
towards Santiago up Rua Santa
Catalina. After 600m you come
to a point where there’s a
stone cross and a path leads
to the right down towards the
beach, here you should
continue walking along the
main road for about 300m until
you veer left before Asador
San Ronque. You'll see the
first Muxia bollard here.
There are also yellow arrows
with M and F. The Xunta in
Muxia may want to see a stamp
from Lires as proof that you
walked from Fisterra (and vice
a versa).

The following description of
the route between Muxia and
Dumbria is written from the
point-of-view of a pilgrim
starting in Muxia. The
waymarkings are much easier to
follow in the other direction
(Dumbria - Muxia).

In Muxia, follow the
waymarkings south from the
quays. After 700m turn left on
to the wooden boardwalk and
follow this to the end and
then continue straight along a
grassy lane.

1.2km to Chorente, continue
straight until at the end of
the village opposite a large
house on the right the Camino
forks to the left and then at
the end of this road turns
right towards 0s Muifios.

2km to Os Muifios, café on the
main road a little off the
Camino to the right. After Os
Muifios continue to the left
along a coastal road through a
forest until just before the
village of Merexo the road
turns left and the Camino
continues straight on a
smaller road for about 100m
before turning right past a
house and continuing on a lane
through a forest straight all
the way to Vilarde. Now turn
left and zigzag down the hill.

	There is now a Vía Verde (combined cycling and walking track built along the route of an old train line) which starts in Plasencia and finishes past Puerto de Béjar. It passes beside Hostal el Avión, Hostal Asturia and Hotel Jarilla, then close to Aldeanueva del Camino before taking a detour around Hervás (a beautiful town with one of the best-preserved Jewish quarters in Spain, scroll down for the albergue) and continues from there to Baños de Montemayor and Puente de Béjar (important to note, it doesn’t actually go through any of those towns, it passes close to them). If you stay in one of the off-Camino hotels the Vía Verde can be a handy way to rejoin the Camino, without involving any backtracking. It’s also a good alternative if it’s been raining a lot.
	The Vía Verde is literally right beside Hostal El Avión. To get to it from Hostal Asturia, cross the road and walk through the enormous lorry park and pass to the left of some buildings. To get to it from Hotel Jarilla, from the rear of the hotel cross about 100m of open ground.
	For an overview of the Vía Verde in relation to the Camino see the chart on page ? and Map ?.


	Leaving Carcaboso pay careful attention to waymarkings at the various road junctions. 1.3km from the village there is a point where previously there were two routes which divided here for about 2km. Nowadays the Camino continues straight at this point.

	Statistically both routes are very similar. The right route is 22.5km with total ascent 694m and total descent 300m, the left is 21.6km with total ascent 772m and total descent 379m. Calculated using the Munter method there’s only a 2 minutes difference in estimated walking time. So there’s no clear easier route. I’ve walked both in different weather conditions so when people asked me which one I recommend I tell them: dry weather right route, wet weather left. This is based on the left route having more road walking and being less prone to flooding. But, to be clear, in wet weather you will get your feet wet whichever way you go.

You’ll see the first Muxía bollard here. There are also yellow arrows with M and F. The Xunta in Muxía may want to see a stamp from Lires as proof that you walked from Fisterra (and vice a versa).
